KINGDOM PERSONALITY

1.  Poor in Spirit
(v 3)

“But I am poor and needy; yet the LORD thinks upon me. You are my help and my deliverer; do not delay, O my God.”
Psalm 40:17

A.  Purpose = poor = crouched down like a beggar


B.  Personality = not self-reliant


C.  Positive = dependent on, confident in God alone

2.  Mourning

(v 4)

8 Draw near to God and He will draw near to you. Cleanse your hands, you sinners; and purify your hearts, you double-minded.

9 Lament and mourn and weep! Let your laughter be turned to mourning and your joy to gloom.

10 Humble yourselves in the sight of the Lord, and He will lift you up.

James 4:8-10


A.  Purpose = grieve


B.  Personality = brokenhearted for the things of God


C.  Positive = know God’s comfort and peace

3.  Meek

(v 5)

“(Now the man Moses was very meek, above all the men which were upon the face of the earth.)”
Numbers 12:3 KJV


A.  Purpose = humility


B.  Personality = power of life under God’s control


C.  Positive = eternal inheritance with present influence

4.  Righteousness
(v 6)

“I have not hidden Your righteousness within my heart; I have declared Your faithfulness and Your salvation; I have not concealed Your lovingkindness and Your truth from the great assembly.”

Psalm 40:10

A.  Purpose = actions and attitudes right with God


B.  Personality = passionate for God (hunger/thirst)


C.  Positive = real contentment in life

1 O God, You are my God; early will I seek You; my soul thirsts for You; my flesh longs for You in a dry and thirsty land where there is no water.

2 So I have looked for You in the sanctuary, to see Your power and Your glory.

3 Because Your lovingkindness is better than life, my lips shall praise You.

Psalm 63:1-3
5.  Merciful

(v 7)


A.  Purpose = compassion

35 Then Jesus went about all the cities and villages, teaching in their synagogues, preaching the gospel of the kingdom, and healing every sickness and every disease among the people. 

36 But when He saw the multitudes, He was moved with compassion for them, because they were weary and scattered, like sheep having no shepherd.

37 Then He said to His disciples, “The harvest truly is plentiful, but the laborers are few.

38 Therefore pray the Lord of the harvest to send out laborers into His harvest.”
Matthew 9:35-38

B.  Personality = sensitive to people’s real needs


C.  Positive = receive God’s mercy

6.  Pure in Heart
(v 8)

“There is a generation that is pure in its own eyes, yet is not washed from its filthiness.”
Proverbs 30:12
4 He who has clean hands and a pure heart, who has not lifted up his soul to an idol, nor sworn deceitfully.

5 He shall receive blessing from the LORD, and righteousness from the God of his salvation.

Psalm 24:4-5

A.  Purpose = clean heart and conscience


B.  Personality = open book for others


C.  Positive = eyes wide open about God

7.  Peace Makers
(v 9)

13 But now in Christ Jesus you who once were far off have been brought near by the blood of Christ.

14 For He Himself is our peace, who has made both one, and has broken down the middle wall of separation

Ephesians 2:13-14

A.  Purpose = relationship “doctor”


B.  Personality = genuine concern about people

“Therefore let us pursue the things which make for peace and the things by which one may edify another.”
     Romans 14:19

C.  Positive = identification as God’s child

8.  Persecuted

(v 10)

“Yea, and all that will live godly in Christ Jesus shall suffer persecution.”

2 Timothy 3:12 KJV


A.  Purpose = righteous living is confrontational


B.  Personality = living right with God is #1 priority


C.  Positive = embodiment of the God’s kingdom
