ONE MAN'S SACRIFICE

1.  The Ransom for Sin -- Jesus
"For even the Son of Man did not come to be served, but to serve, and to give His life a ransom for many.”"     
Mark 10:45
5 For there is one God and one Mediator between God and men, the Man Christ Jesus,

6 Who gave Himself a ransom for all, to be testified in due time
1 Timothy 2:5-6
2.  The Righteousness of the Savior

A.  His Sacrifice

"Who Himself bore our sins in His own body on the tree, that we, having died to sins, might live for righteousness—by whose stripes you were healed."

1.  Justification

2.  Righteousness

" ...by one Man’s obedience many will be made righteous."

3.  Eternal Life

"So that as sin reigned in death, even so grace might reign through righteousness to eternal life through Jesus Christ our Lord."

THE DECISION THAT MAKES A DIFFERENCE

Luke 23:39-43

1.  Thief #1 - The Wrong Decision
"Then one of the criminals who were hanged blasphemed Him, saying, “If You are the Christ, save Yourself and us.”"
Luke 23:39
2.  Thief #2 - The Right Decision
40 But the other, answering, rebuked him, saying, “Do you not even fear God, seeing you are under the same condemnation?

41 And we indeed justly, for we receive the due reward of our deeds; but this Man has done nothing wrong.”

42 Then he said to Jesus, “Lord, remember me when You come into Your kingdom.”
